Protecting Yourself Against the Flu!

With all the warm sunny weather we have been having lately, it is easy to think that the flu season is behind us. Unfortunately,
we are continuing to have new diagnosis of Human Swine Influenza (A) with Australia having now over 12,000 confirmed cases
(and Queensland having the highest number). It is important that people continue to protect themselves from catching Influenza
and do not become complacent. Queensland Health recommends taking the following steps to help you stay healthy through
this prolonged flu season:

1. Avoid touching your mouth and nose (Influenza A and
seasonal flu are spread via droplets that are expelled by
speaking, sneezing or coughing).

2. Clean hands thoroughly with soap and water, or cleanse
them with an alcohol-based hand rub on a regular basis.

3. Avoid close contact with people who might be ill (at least 1
metre distance).

4. Reduce time spent in crowded settings if possible.

5. Improve airflow in your living space by opening windows.

6. Practice good health habits including adequate sleep, eating
nutritious food, and keeping physically active.

Remember that people with Influenza A are considered potentially

contagious as long as they have symptoms which could be up so 7
days, so it is essential to rest at home and not attend work or school while you feel unwell. It is also important to contact your

doctor if you have a cough or fever and follow their instructions. If attending a medical practice or hospital Emergency Depart-
ment, telephone beforehand so that they can arrange for you to be seen away from other people.

Bullying. No way! - See Back Page For School Initiatives
It doesn't matter whether it's physical, psychological or even cyber. Bullying is a concern that our school takes very seriously and is working to
address.
If you suspect your child is being bullied, you should talk with your child and make an appointment with the teacher or school principal to
discuss your concerns. It is also important to encourage your child to report bullying behaviours to a trusted adult at school as quickly as possi-
ble after an incident of bullying. Bullying thrives in a culture of secrecy, so telling the school is very important.
Some signs of bullying might include:

®  Loss of confidence >
®  Changes in eating or sleeping habits, possibly bedwetting Bullyin g. No w ay! &
®  Health problems such as headaches or stomach aches

®  Unhappiness or mood swings with sudden temper tantrums
Reluctance to go to school and changes in academic performance.
What you can do:

Talk with your child about school and keep the lines of communication open so children are more likely to confide in you.

Encourage your child to feel okay to ask others for help and to keep their own safety in mind.

®  Ensure your child knows how to report bullying and to ask you for help when needed.
®  Report the incident to a teacher. Don’t try to sort out the situation yourself.

Make sure you are modelling healthy behaviours to your child, especially in relation to conflict resolution and anger management.
Help protect your child from harassment and cyber-bullying by closely monitoring internet use and installing free internet filters.
