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Dear Parents/Caregivers 
In 2006, the school community overwhelmingly supported the move to adopt 
Education Queensland’s Smart Choices in the tuckshop. This policy was a     
response to alarming data associated with the health and wellbeing of students 
in Queensland schools: 

• increase in obesity 

• increase in Type 2 Diabetes 

• increase in dental problems and poor hair condition 

• increase in inappropriate behaviours and mood swings 

• lack of concentration in class 
As a result, food and drinks that lack nutritional value or are high in saturated fat and/or 
added sugar, salt and caffeine, may only be supplied by schools on two designated            
occasions per term – RED days. Our Smart Choices tuckshop convened by Cubby Early and 
run by the P&C and other volunteers, models the positive nutrition messages.  Free breakfast 
also operates compliments of Gospel Lighthouse each week on Tuesday and Thursday 
mornings.  
Outcomes to date: 

• current research indicates that schools have made significant moves to implement the 

recommendations of Queensland Health and Nutritionists, leading to better health of our 
young people 

• anecdotal evidence on site indicates that eating healthy foods has resulted in a marked 

improvement in student behaviour 
 
The Issue: 
As many of you are aware, a Convenience Store selling takeaway foods, e.g. hot chips, soft 
drinks and cigarettes opened last week on Station Road. Some students are choosing to 
leave school during school hours without permission, to purchase food from this shop and are 
putting their wellbeing as well as their safety at risk. 

• Foods being purchased do not comply with the Smart Choices policy and the tuckshop is 

not receiving support required to keep it open 5 days each week. 

• The school worked with the Logan City Council to construct a footpath from Loganlea 

Station to Valencia Street to ensure students did not have to cross the road on this     
section to get to school. 

The school only has capacity to supervise students on site and as a result it has been 
a long standing rule that students come directly to school, do not leave throughout the 
day and go straight home at the end of the day.  Students do not have permission to 
leave the school grounds during the 
school day to purchase food. 
 
I urge parents to continue to support 
the school and the P & C in the Smart 

Choices initiative.
