n the light of some concerning community unrest over

the past month the importance of the school reinforcing
uniform standards as a safety process has been
emphasised. Students consistently in uniform provide the
quickest and easiest identification of intruders or outsiders
being in the school grounds. As the weather has warmed,
the standard of dress in the school in general has improved
and reached a reasonable standard. Most students are
wearing the uniform with pride and are a credit to the
school.
Virtually all students wear appropriate school shirts
However there are two elements that the school Principal
Mrs Crane would like all parents and students to be aware
of as non-negotiable and in need of improvement. Firstly,
students are to wear work boots or shoes that are
lace-up with leather uppers , as these items fulfil the
workplace health and safety requirements set by the State
Government. Secondly students are not to wear short
skirts, denim pants or board shorts . Students who
arrive at school and do not meet these requirements
should seek to address them before school starts at the
office, and if they do not, they will be asked by care
teachers and/or their house masters to change into a
school uniform. Going forward, students who consistently
fail to follow the uniform policy will be issued with appropri-
ate consequences starting with detentions. Parents are
asked to please contact the school if any specific issues
exist in meeting the school uniform requirements, and the
office will be able to assist in resolving these issues.
For 2009 it is possible that some changes may occur to the
school uniform policy and processes. A uniform review
will consider aspects such as shoes, undershirts and
jewellery. If parents or students have opinions on these
issues or uniform design thoughts, they should seek to
pass on these ideas either through the P and C or the
school office. Now is the time to voice your thoughts for
next year rather than staying quiet and complaining in the
future.

The Family Relationship Centre framework
provides free intake and assessment ses-
sions and up to 3 hours of mediation. A
child consultant may be available to work
with the child and provide feedback on the
child’s experience, needs and wishes dur-
ing mediation.

What is STAS?

A scheme to provide assistance to eligible students

travelling to primary and secondary schools.

Who is eligible?

Primary and secondary students may be eligible for

assistance under STAS if they:

* Have parents/guardians who are Australian citizens
or permanent Australian residents.

* Attend an approved school on a full-time basis.

* Are younger that 19 years of age.

* Are seeking transport assistance to and from one
address only.

* Are travelling more than 1 trip per week.

Students must also meet specific criteria that applies to

the type of transport assistance sought.

Bus Transport Assistance

Students using their designated service who satisfy the

general conditions previously listed may be eligible for

bus travel assistance to and from school if they also meet

the criteria below.

Distance eligible students

To be eligible for distance based assistance:

*  Primary school students must live more that 3.2 km
from the nearest state primary school.

*  Secondary school students must live more than
4.8 km from the nearest state secondary school.

¢ Students attending non-state schools must live more
than the distance criteria from both nearest state and
non-state school of the type attended.

All measurements are by the shortest trafficable route

and are based on the nearest school which offers the

required year level.

Safety-net eligible students

To be eligible for safety-net assistance:

*  Primary school students must live 3.2 km or less
from the nearest primary school.

¢ Secondary school students must live 4.8 km or less
from the nearest state secondary school.

* Students attending non-state schools must live less
than the required distance from either the nearest
state or non-state school of the type attended.

¢ In addition a student must be listed on a:

* Health Care Card issued by Centrelink; or

* Pensioner Concession Card issued by Centrelink; or

* Department of Veterans' Affair Pensioner Conces-
sion Card;

or

* Beastudent placed under a Care and Protection
Order by the Department of Child Safety.

All measurements are by the shortest trafficable route

and are based on the nearest school which offers the

required year level.

Conveyance allowance

In some areas it is necessary for parents to make private

arrangements for the transport of their students to and

from school, or to and from a bus stop or train station. In
certain circumstances these families may be eligible for
the payment of conveyance allowance to assist with the
cost of this travel.

To be eligible for conveyance allowance:

¢ Primary school students must live more than 3.2 km
from the nearest state primary school.

* Secondary school students must live more than
4.8 km from the nearest state secondary school.

* Students attending non state schools must live more
than the distance criteria from both the nearest state
and non-state school of the type attended.

All measurements are by the shortest trafficable route

and are based on the nearest school which offers the

required year level.

Conveyance allowance may also be available for

students who live outside the Greater Brisbane area and
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who attend non-state schools irrespective of the distance
to the nearest state school. Additional conveyance
allowance is also available for eligible students who live
on a drought declared primary producing property.
Eligibility for conveyance allowance is dependant on
other factors such as the types of bus services operating
in the area and the distance to the nearest bus service.
Rail Travel Assistance
All students are eligible for travel at reduced fares on the
Citytrain network.
Some students may be eligible for a fully funded rail
ticket if they qualify for safety-net assistance.
To be eligible for this a student must be listed on a:
¢ Health Care Card issued by Centrelink, or
* Pensioner Concession Card issued by Centrelink, or
* Department of Veterans' Affairs Pensioner
¢ Concession Card:
or

* Beastudent placed under a Care and Protection
Order by the Department of Child Safety.

Assistance for Isolated Students

Increased assistance under STAS is available for

students in isolated parts of the state.

To be eligible for assistance under this package, students

must:

. Live in an isolated area as designated by the
Director-General, Queensland Transport, and

. Live more than 16 km from the nearest state
school; and

. Live more than 16 km from the nearest approved
bus service which can transport the student to
school.

Assistance for English as a Second Language (ESL)

students

ESL students who are enrolled  full-time in an ESL

course may be eligible for assistance to the nearest ESL

facility for 12 months from the original date of enrolment

in an ESL facility.

Assistance for students with disabilities

Students with disabilities may be eligible for transport

assistance to their recommended placement.

All enquiries about transport assistance for these

students should be directed to the school attended or the

relevant Department of Education and the Arts district

office.
