Assess scholarship application on the basis of the selection criteria for the relevant STAR Program

Students are only eligible for 1 STAR Scholarship

The application form and supporting documentation will be assessed by the selection panel; consisting of the
principal or delegate, STAR Program HOD, STAR Program Coordinator and STAR Program Facilitator.

Includes provision to discontinue a scholarship on grounds including failure to meet STAR program standards
or withdrawal of the student from a STAR Program

Scholarship Tiers:

Scholarships are granted under 3 tiers: Gold, Silver, and Bronze. Successful applicants receive varying levels of

support. This may range from financial (school fees, excursions), equipment and apparel. Levels are as follows:

If a trial/trial period is required, information about this will be forwarded to you after lodgement of the
forms.
